+ Did You Know?

In 1828, the church organized itself
as an auxiliary to the Board of
Foreign Missions and adopted a
constitution. They adopted an
elaborate plan for taking care of the
various charities they were interested
in and formed an association with a
board of directors, consisting of the
pastor, the deacons and the standing
committee. The board chose a
chairman, treasurer and six collectors, who were to
call upon all members of the congregation for
support for such charities the board decided to
support. Collections were to be taken twice a year
and six different charities were ultimately selected to
be supported. The charities and the schedule were:
February, “Tracts”; April, “The Sabbath School”;
June, “Home Missions”; August, “Education”;
October, “Bible”’; December, “Foreign Missions”.
The sum raised was to constitute the appropriation
for that year to each of the causes selected.
