“Why Do We Sing That?” 

On Sunday, the 14th of March, the choir sang the third 
verse of the hymn “Love Divine, All Loves                       
Excelling” to another tune.  Why did we do that and 
how could we do it?  The why is simple.  We just 
wanted to put a little fun into our hymn singing.  The 
how requires a bit more explanation.  Open your 
hymnal and notice that underneath the title there are a 
string of numbers and sometimes a letter.  The             
numbers represent the number of syllables in each 
phrase of the poem (hymn) that has been used to            

create this hymn.  In the case of “Love Divine, All 
Loves Excelling”   the numbers are 8 7 8 7 D.  This 
means that the words to this hymn can be sung to any �

other hymn that has the same number of syllables in 
each phrase.  So, the words to “Love Divine, All 
Loves Excelling” can be sung to any hymn that has 
these numbers; 8 7 8 7 D and “Joyful, Joyful, We 
Adore Thee” has this same pattern!  Now look in the 
Metrical Index of Tunes on page 702 in your hymnal 
and you will discover a host of hymns with the same 
pattern and the words to these hymns are interchange-
able!  Imagine the fun that you can have!  So the next 
time that there is nothing good on television, open the 
hymnal and see how many different ways you can 
sing “Love Divine, All Loves Excelling.”  We will be 
experimenting with some other ways to sing our 
hymns as the spring progresses.  Did you know that 
many of our hymns can be sung as canons (rounds)?
